Event 4 – Creative Action

Participation: The event involved  175 citizens, 20 participants  from the city of Sofia (Bulgaria), 35 participants from the city of Sarajevo (Bosnia and Herzegovina), 10 participant from the city of Nørresundby (Denmark), 25 participant from the city of Warsaw (Poland), 33 participant from Sannicolau Mare (Romania), 25 participants from the city of Kavadarci (Macedonia) and 27 participants from the city of Nis (Serbia)
